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Membership- The fire department is always looking for new members, especially junior members! If you’re interested in firefighting, EMS, or scene support and are 18 years of age or older for regular membership or 16 years old for junior, please visit the fire station during our Wednesday Night Drill that starts at 6:50pm, every week, for details.

Spring Tips

-Change smoke detector and carbon monoxide batteries.  Carbon monoxide is the most common cause of death by poison in the U.S., killing more than 500 people each year. It’s one of the most dangerous poisons because often people don’t know it’s present until it’s too late. A working carbon monoxide detector can provide an early warning before deadly gases build up to dangerous levels. If you live in a home that’s two stories or more, you may want to install two.  Also, change out detectors that are older than ten years for new ones.  
-Make sure your address numbers are up and visible from the street. Having your address clearly visible will aid the fire department in finding your house quickly!  Every second counts!

-Check fuel containers for leaks & make sure they’re properly stored. 

-Due to warming temperatures and dry conditions, residential brush burning is prohibited March 16-May 14 across New York State.  The burn ban reduces wildfire risks and protects lives and property.

-Do not discard cigarette butts in landscaping mulch or peat moss.  The resulting fire can smolder, travel, and be small enough to not be noticed until it reaches porches, houses, or businesses.
Prevent Falls
-Clean up clutter- Keep your home tidy. Remove clutter such as stacks of newspapers and magazines, especially from hallways and staircases.

-Repair or remove tripping hazards- Examine areas for loose carpet, slippery throw rugs, or floorboards that stick up and fix those items.

-Install grab bars and handrails- These devices are crucial for stairs and bathrooms.  Have a handyman or family member help if necessary.

-Avoid loose clothing- You want to feel comfortable but baggy clothes can sometimes make you more likely to fall. Opt for better-fitting and hemmed clothing that doesn’t bunch up or drag on the ground.

-Light- Install brighter bulbs in stairways and hallways.  Add night lights in bedrooms and bathrooms.

-Wear shoes- Socks can present a slipping risk.  Wear shoes or purchase non-slip socks that have grips on the soles of the feet.

-Make it nonslip- Bathtubs, showers, floors in kitchens, bathrooms, and on porches can become dangerous when wet. Use nonslip mats.

-Move carefully- Many people fall after moving too quickly from a sitting to a standing position and vice versa.  Pause after going from lying down to sitting and from sitting to standing.  Also pause before using the railing on stairs, whether going up or down.

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News from the Department of Public Works
Crews have begun planting trees and flowers, installing new street signs and using the street sweeper.  They’ll also be installing a new scoreboard, new fencing and manicuring fields at our parks. As this year’s sidewalk replacement and roadwork commence, the City is already shining!
Garbage Pick-Up Change- Pick up for Monday 5/28 will take place Tuesday 5/29.
Common Garbage & Recycling Mistakes

Overweight- Garbage may not weigh over 40 lbs., recyclables 20 lbs.  

Size- Containers must be 10-32 gallons.

Damaging Materials- Construction debris & oversized materials are not accepted. 
Plastic Bags- Although some bags have a recycling triangle, they can’t be recycled via our program.  Bags can be brought to most grocery stores for recycling/reuse.

Food Still in Recyclables- Examples- remove pizza from box, rinse containers.
Brush & Green Waste Pick-Up- every other Monday April 9-October 22 (4/9, 4/23, 5/7, 5/21, 6/4, 6/18, 7/2, 7/16, 7/30, 8/13, 8/27, 9/10, 9/24, 10/8, 10/22) Please do not place waste at curb prior to the weekend before pick-up and do not place it in the roadway, near wires, or on top of exposed water or gas valves. Piles must be free of garbage, soil, rocks, animal waste, lumber, etc., and not be placed in any type of twine, container, bag, etc. Brush must be less than 6’ long and 4” wide.

Lawn Care- Clippings can be left on the lawn and not raked so soil receives nutrients.  Use of fertilizer can be eliminated by using this natural nitrogen.  
Compost- is available for residents to take at the end of Fairway Lane, adjacent to the Waste Water Treatment Plant.

Transfer Station Hours- Saturdays- 8am-1pm, Wednesdays- 4-7pm (April 4-early fall).  Residents must purchase coupons at City Hall to drop things off. The number of coupons varies based on the size of the load.  Visit www.sherrillny.org or call City Hall for more information.

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Shredding & Plastics Collection, Saturday April 21, 10am-12pm- Residents are invited to bring paper, folders and envelopes they need shredded to the Transfer Station at 210 Elmwood Place, for this free event.  Residents may also drop off large plastic items to be recycled, at no charge. Examples include:  clean plastic drums, empty garbage cans, plastic toys, plastic gun cases, plastic flower trays/pots, lawn furniture, laundry baskets, etc.
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Transfer Station Discount Days, Wednesday, April 25 4-7pm & Saturday, April 28 8am-1pm- Residents may bring items to the transfer station at a discounted rate on April 25 & 28.  Coupons must be purchased at City Hall prior to dropping off items.  The attendant will collect half of the necessary coupons (example: mattress- usual rate- 4 coupons/discounted rate- 2 coupons).  Eligible plastic and recyclables may be dropped off for free.
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Park, Street & Local Cleanups- Residents and organizations are invited to come together to clean up their blocks, local parks, etc.  Groups can choose areas and the City will provide bags, gloves, and other necessary materials and arrange for pickup of collected items. 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News from Kenwood Community Properties
The old Oneida Limited Sales Office has seen exciting changes.  It’s currently in the third year of a ten-year plan to repair or replace all stone work. We apologize to those seeking a location to take prom photos as the front stairs are in bad shape, but they are on the short list of items to be addressed.  Over the past couple years a few parts of the roof have been replaced and more will be in the coming years.     

   Inside, there have been major changes which may make areas unrecognizable to people who worked there.  The first floor has been completely remodeled to temporarily house Madison County Courts while the courthouse in Wampsville undergoes an 18-month renovation to become ADA compliant.  When the courts move back to Wampsville the space will be rented out to smaller tenants.  
   The ground floor has multiple tenants. FPM Remediation Inc., an environmental company, is located on the eastern and southern side.  The photography studio was converted to a studio for Bloom Yoga.  Natural Alternatives, a day spa offering facials, massages, acupuncture and more is located off the main hall.  BJK photography, a company that takes school, sports and other pictures is located outside the renovated cafeteria.  There are also a couple of other businesses and there’s space for future tenants.  
   The Blue Room now looks more like a lounge, complete with video games, ping pong and poker tables, a couch and TV. Next door is an exercise room with ellipticals, bikes, a treadmill and weight machine. These areas are open to tenants and designed as community space for tenants of future apartments.  The top two floors will be converted to apartments designed with retirees in mind. They’ll have one or two bedrooms with safety features to accommodate any specials needs for seniors.
