SEWER BILL REDUCTION CONSIDERATION


M. Holmes reported that Ralph Collins 438 Betsinger Rd. presented a letter requesting that he be granted a credit on his sewer for an unusually high water consumption the bill was 2,700 cu. ft. (20,250 gallons) higher than normal.  He stated in his letter that he left his home on October 30 and returned November 4 to find his outside hose on (thinking he was the victim of a Halloween prank). The commission discussed it and could not determine that, that was indeed the case and that it didn’t go down into the sewer system.  In light of that and not wanting to set a precedent that could open up credits for all types of scenarios like someone watering there lawn and “forgetting” to turn off the hose, a motion was made by T. Dixon and seconded by J. Shay that there be no sewer reduction on the billing.
