COVID-Update

B. Lovett updated the commission regarding the COVID pandemic status. The City and all of New York is still operating under the Governor’s PAUSE (Policies Assure Uniform Safety for Everyone) guidelines. The state is in the process of relaxing PAUSE region by region depending on the affect of the virus in the individual regions. The City was hoping to return to 100% staffing but maintaining social distancing and masks, etc. on May 18th, however, it looks like that is going to be pushed back for a couple more weeks. The City is anticipating revenue losses potentially reaching $400,000 due to potential State Aid reductions, sales tax reduction, and shared Oneida Indian Nation slot revenue to name the big ones. The City will be unveiling some cost cutting measures in the meetings to come. Initially though, the City is furloughing all employees (except for police) for five days between May 26th and September 8th. The employees have been made aware of this and are understanding.
NORTHERN BORDER REGIONAL COMMISSION (NBRC) ECONOMIC AND INFRASTRUCTURE DEVELOPMENT INVESTMENT PROGRAM GRANT RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, The City of Sherrill intends to file a grant application for supplemental funding of its $7,000,000 proposed wastewater plant upgrade project, through the Northern Border Regional Commission (NBRC) Economic and Infrastructure Development Investment Program, and; 
WHEREAS, that the City of Sherrill has previously authorized Barton and Loguidice, D.P.C. to prepare the grant application for the Northern Border Regional Commission (NBRC) Economic and Infrastructure Development Investment Program in accordance with the engineering services agreement dated February 25, 2019.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Mayor, William Vineall is authorized to make and sign the grant application for the NBRC economic and Infrastructure Development Program. The City Mayor is further authorized to sign any and all NBRC investment documents that bind the applicant and to accept funds for the purposes outlined in the grant application.
