City of Sherrill
Curb cut/ access to a public street.  

The guidelines referenced below are to help the property owner determine if a 
Curb cut/access to a public street will be permitted. Please note that there may be other factors or conditions that would influence the decision of the City.

Applicable to all City of Sherrill Streets with or without curbing.

Property owner requesting to establish a Curb cut/access to a public street shall submit a written request and sketch to the City Manager. 

Determination to be made by the City Manager

Access to the street should be at a right angle.  

Appropriate distance from existing access points and street intersections will be determined by the City Manager

Access shall not be closer than 5 feet from the property line extended.  

Access will not be closer than 4 feet from a fire hydrant.

Driveway with a 1 car garage 14 feet or as determined by the City Manager 

Driveway with a 2 car garage 25 feet or as determined by the City Manager 

Total surface of driveway may not exceed 35% of the total frontage.  Area between City Right of Way and Front of structure.

Second access if allowed to/from a property 10 feet or as determined by the City Manager.

Sidewalk: If a sidewalk exists, the City may require that it be removed and reconstructed to City standards. I.E. Concrete 6” in depth and 5’ wide.  A EXISTING SIDEWALK CANNOT BE PAVED OVER.

Sidewalk will be placed at an elevation, as determined by the City Manager, to properly facilitate conditions such as pedestrian traffic and drainage. 

Sidewalk:  If a sidewalk does not exist the City may require one to be installed.  

Curbing shall be cut with a mechanical device. Surfaces will be relatively smooth. 

Proper drainage along the road shall be maintained 

Areas outside the sidewalk but within the right of way will be constructed of an impervious material I.E. Blacktop, concrete, brick or material approved by the City Manager.

All work within the City right of way will be performed by a qualified contractor or City work crew.  Insurance as determined by the City Manager may be required.  

The City Manager has the responsibility to require additional work if deemed necessary to insure protection and proper use of City property should specific site conditions dictate.  
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1. A simple plan/sketch must be submitted and reviewed by the City. Upon review the homeowner will be provided with a letter approving or denying the request.
2. If approved, the City will do a site visit and place marking in temporary paint where a cut may begin and/or end.
3. Curb cut work, may require supervision by a City employee. 
4. For areas requiring horizontal cutting, this work must be completed by a qualified contractor.  Insurance is required, when working in City ROW.
5. For areas requiring a vertical or diagonal cut, this work may be performed by qualified contractor or a city crew.  Cost for a single curb cut performed by the City is $50.00.
