BULDING PERMIT PENALTY FEES

B. Lovett reported that it has been becoming more and more of an issue, that residents are starting home improvements, additions, etc. without a building permit when one is necessary. Currently, the City happens upon them and the homeowner is forced to “shut down” for a day or two until the permit is applied for and issued with no real negative ramifications. So, they are taking the attitude to proceed without a permit, and if they get caught so be it and just get the permit. Many other municipalities have penalties similar. It was the recommendation of Lovett to implement a $250 penalty, plus the permit cost for residential purposes, and $500 penalty, plus the permit cost for commercial or industrial purposes. A motion was made by J. Shay and seconded by T. Dixon to adopt the penalty structure immediately for construction without a proper applied for and issued building permit.

SET PUBLIC HEARING DATE FOR PROPOSED LOCAL LAW #1 OF 2020 – 

PROPERTY TAX CAP OVERIDE 


M. Holmes reported that a number of years ago the State of New York restricted the property tax levy growth to the lesser of 2% or inflation rate. In 2021 the inflation rate is 1.86%. For the Commission to raise the levy more that that a Local Law allowing the exceeding of the Property Tax Cap to be in place prior to adopting the budget. Even with the Local Law in place the Commission didn’t have to exceed the property tax cap, but it was an option. The proposed Local Law was distributed to the Commission and the following resolution was moved by J. Shay and seconded by T. Dixon that:
RESOLUTION SCHEDULING PUBLIC HEARING ON PROPOSED 
LOCAL LAW NO. 1 OF THE YEAR 2020


WHEREAS, the New York State Legislature has enacted a law limiting the amount of real property taxes that may be levied by or on behalf of local governments; and 


WHEREAS, the legislation has provided for a mechanism for overriding the tax levy limit by the adoption of a local law by the local governing body; and


WHEREAS, the City Commission believes it prudent to exercise its right to enact a local law authoring a real property tax levy in excess of the tax levy limit as defined by General Municipal Law §3-c; and

WHEREAS, the adoption of this local law will allow the City Commission the flexibility to exceed the state tax levy limit should it determine the same be prudent; and


WHEREAS, a local law, being proposed Local Law No. 1 of the Year 2020, a copy of which is attached hereto, was introduced at this meeting by a member of the City Commission of the City of Sherrill, a copy of which has been placed on the table of the members; and


WHEREAS, said Local Law is entitled “Local Law No. 1 of the Year 2020 entitled “A local law authorizing a property tax levy in excess of the limit established in General Municipal Law §3-c”; and


WHEREAS, the Sherrill City Commission desires to hold a public hearing with respect to the adoption of said Local Law which;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that a public hearing be held by the Sherrill City Commission with respect to the adoption of the aforesaid Local Law at 7:15 p.m. on September 14, 2020 at the Municipal Office Building, Sherrill Road, Sherrill, New York; and is further

RESOLVED, that the City Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to cause public notice of said hearing to be given as provided by law.
