CIVIL SERVICE AMENDMENT


The following resolution was offered by J. Merrill and seconded by B. Brewer that the following:

Whereas, the Personnel Officer has duly advertised and on August 3, 2011 held a public hearing for the purpose of amending the Text of the Civil Service Rules of the City of Sherrill; and 

Whereas, the Personnel Officer wishes to amend Rule XIV PROBATIONARY TERM 1.a, to increase the maximum probationary term from twenty-six weeks to fifty-two weeks to afford the appointing authority a longer period of time to evaluate the performance of a new appointment.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that subject to the approval of the State Civil Service Commission the following addition and deletion to the Text of the Civil Service Rules of the City of Sherrill are hereby adopted:

Text:

RULE XIV – PROBATIONARY TERM – SUBDIVISION 1.a – delete the maximum term of probation from twenty-six weeks and substitute fifty-two weeks.  The new rule will read as follows:

1.  Probationary Term

a.  Except as herein otherwise provided, every permanent appointment from an open competitive list and every original appointment to a position in the non-competitive, exempt or labor class shall be for a probationary term of not less than eight nor more than fifty-two weeks.

PARKS AND RECREATION GRANT


R. Comis reported that the city is in the process of filing for a grant to develop the green space adjacent to the C.A.C.  The State of New York has amended the application procedures so it is more competitive so success is still in question.  Regardless of that fact the city still needs to act as Lead Agency on the project.  Motion was made by J. Gilbert and seconded by J. Merrill that the City of Sherrill would declare or act as Lead Agency on the Parks and Recreation Grant.

AUTHORIZE AMENDMENT NO. 4 TO OWNER ENGINEER AGREEMENT

Comis has distributed a copy of the proposed amendment to the City’s Agreement with GHD (formerly Stearns & Wheler) to modify the contract to include language that consideration would be given to minority and women owned business if possible.  Motion was made by J. Merrill and seconded by J. Gilbert to accept the Amendment No. 4 to the Owner Engineer Agreement with GHD.

WWTP IMPROVEMENT PROJECT BID


B. Comis reported of the previous meeting the bid results of the WWTP Improvement Project.  The engineers have reviewed the submission and recommended awarding the low bidder, C.O. Falter for $374,101.00 including the alternate amount.  Motion was made by J. Gilbert and seconded by J. Merrill to accept the low bid of C.O. Falter.

115 KV BREAKERS


B. Comis reported that at the July 18, 2011 meeting he distributed the bid results for the 115 KV Breakers upon review it was decided that the low bidder did not meet the specifications for experience but was reputable.  Comis suggested that if the City disallowed the bid by Bob Bankert, he might have cause to bring a suit against the city and if the city accepted the low bid from Bob Bankert than the second low bidder ABB may have cause to bring suit against the city for waiving the specification.  It was his recommendation that all the bids be rejected and that the city go through the process and amend the specification to some degree.

A motion was made by J. Merrill and seconded by J. Gilbert to reject all the 115 KV breaker bids and to rebid the purchases with some modifications to the bid specifications.
