PUBLIC HEARING – LOCAL ORDINANCE #23


Mayor Vineall opened the public hearing on the amendment of Local Ordinance #23 – Weed and other vegetation at 7:20pm. There were 2 members of the public present, neither of whom spoke for or against the proposed amendment.  The amendment was to extend the time for enforcement of the mowing of grass on properties in the city from May 15 – September 15 to April 1 – November 1.


Following the public hearing the following motion was moved by Commissioner Gilbert and seconded by Commissioner Hennessy that;


WHEREAS, a public hearing was held the 14th day of April 2014 by the City Commission of the City of Sherrill and, 


WHEREAS, notice of the public hearing was published in the Oneida Daily Dispatch, the city’s official newspaper on April 3, 2014 and,


WHEREAS, all interested persons were given an opportunity to be heard with respect to the enactment of the amendment;


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that Local Ordinance #23 – Weeds and other Vegetation, section 2 changed from:

Section 2.  Duty of Owner, Lessee or Occupant.  It shall be the duty of any owner, lessee or occupant of any lot or land to cut and remove or cause to be cut and removed all such weeds, grass or other rank poisonous or harmful vegetation as often as may be necessary to comply with the provisions of Section 1; provided that cutting and removing such weeds, grass and vegetation at least once in every three weeks between May 15 and September 15, shall be deemed to be a compliance with this ordinance.

And amended to read:


Section 2.  Duty of Owner, Lessee or Occupant.  It shall be the duty of any owner, lessee 
or occupant of any lot or land to cut and remove or cause to be cut and removed all such weeds, grass or other rank poisonous or harmful vegetation as often as may be necessary to comply with the provisions of Section 1; provided that cutting and removing such weeds, grass and vegetation at least once in every three weeks between April 1 and November 1, shall be deemed to be a compliance with this ordinance.

PUBLIC HEARING – SHERRILL KENWOOD WATER DISTRICT

WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City of Sherrill, Oneida County, New York (the “City”), has been advised that the Sherrill-Kenwood Water District, (the “Water District”), needs to construct of a new pump station at 664 East Hamilton Avenue, in Sherrill, New York, to replace one at said site, and to replace water distribution lines at the Kenwood Avenue creek crossings in Oneida, New York and in Sherrill, New York, at a maximum estimated cost of $800,00, and to authorize the issuance of $490,000 bonds of said Water District, together with $310,000 current funds, to pay the cost thereof; and 


WHEREAS, said capital improvement, as proposed, has been determined to be a Type II Action pursuant to the regulations of the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation promulgated pursuant to the State Environmental Quality Review Act, which regulations state that Type II Actions will not have a significant effect on the environment; and 


WHEREAS, the bonds and any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation thereof by said Water District will constitute debt solely of the Water District; and


WHEREAS, Section 102.00 of the Local Finance Law requires that bonds or notes which are to be issued by a “district corporation” as defined therein, require the consent of the governmental unit or units within the same geographical area of the district corporation, even if said unit(s) will not be issuing such bonds and notes, after a public hearing following reasonable public notice, in order for such bonds or notes to be issued by the distract corporation pursuant to the provisions of the Local Finance Law; and

WHEREAS, the Water District is a “district corporation” as defined in Section 102.00 of the Local Finance Law; and 


WHEREAS, the issuance of the debt by the Water District will not constitute a debt obligation of the City; and 


WHEREAS, the City Commission has been presented with a petition by the Water District for consent of the City to the issuance of said debt by the Water District and a Certificate of the City Comptroller, in connection therewith; and 

WHEREAS, the City Commission now desires to authorize a public hearing in compliance with the provisions of Section 102.00 of the Local Finance Law as aforesaid; NOW, THEREFORE,


BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Commission of the City of Sherrill, Oneida County, New York, as follows:

Section 1.  A public hearing is hereby authorized to be held upon the matter described in the preambles hereof, at which all persons interested in such matter, concerning the same, shall be entitled to be heard and, thereafter, the City Commission shall take such action thereon as is required or authorized by law at Sherrill City Court, 377 Sherrill Road, Sherrill, NY on April 28, 2014 at 7:15 o’clock P.M.


Section 2.  The City Clerk is hereby delegated the power and authority to publish the form of the Notice of such public hearing, including the date, time and place of such public hearing, substantially in the form attached hereto as Exhibit A.  The City Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to cause a copy of such Notice to be published once in the official newspaper of said City designate for this purpose, such newspaper being a newspaper having general circulation in and available to the residents of said City, not more than twenty (20) days, nor less than ten (10) days prior to the date set for said public hearing. The City Clerk is further directed to post such notice on the official signboard and website of the City within said time period.

Section 3.  The resolution shall take effect immediately.
