STERLING POWER PARTNERS TAX ASSESSMENT


M. Holmes reported that the City and Sterling Power Partners have a stipulation for assessment in principal for their property.  In 2013 Sterling grieved their assessment at $7,060,000 for $3,000,000.  Sherrill’s Board of Assessment Review turned down the application and lawsuit was filed, however, there was no real movement on the suit until recently.  A proposed agreement is in place to lower the assessment to $5,000,000 for 2015 going forward.  It was the recommendation of the City Manager and City Comptroller to accept that agreement.  M. Holmes noted that the Town of Vernon assessment on the property is now $3,000,000 and an estimated appraisal would have to be done by the city, should the case go to court. This appraisal would be likely in the neighborhood of $25,000-$30,000.  He also explained that there would be no retroactive to 2013 reduction in the assessment meaning no tax refund is due to Sterling Power Partners. The new $5,000,000 assessment would be effective for the 2015 tax year.  A motion was made by J. Merrill and seconded by P. Hubbard to approve the proposed stipulation.
