POWER & LIGHT BUILDING DEDICATION

PROCLAMATION DECLARING DECEMBER 28, 2016-

GORDON SILSBY DAY IN THE CITY OF SHERRILL 

WHEREAS, “Gordie” Silsby coached Sherrill Little League and Pop Warner Football for several years, and;  

WHEREAS, Gordie served as Past Commander of the Sherrill American Legion, Past President of the Oneida Lions Club, is a founding member of the Noyes Manor Board of Directors, is Director Emeritus of Noyes Manor, is a member of the Sherrill-Kenwood Water and Valley View Cemetery Boards, and;

WHEREAS, Gordie served on the Sherrill City Commission (16 years), including several terms as Mayor (10 years) and City Manager (4 years), and;

WHEREAS, Gordie is serving as Chairperson of the Sherrill Power and Light Board of which he has been a member for 34 years, and; 

WHEREAS, Gordie was city mayor in 1977 and was later appointed chair of the Sherrill Power & Light board in 1982 and had the foresight to know this was a strategic venture for the city as it remains today; 40 years later, now; 

THEREFORE, BE IT PROCLAIMED, the City of Sherrill, by this Proclamation signed by Mayor William Vineall and City Manager Michael Sayles has declared that December 28th, 2016 is and will always be recognized as Gordon Silsby Day in the City of Sherrill, and;
