APPOINTMENT OF INTERIM CITY MANAGER
AND DEPUTY CITY MANAGER

WHEREAS, the City Manager is an appointive office under Title II, Section 13 of the Charter of the City of Sherrill; and 


WHEREAS, the term of such office is neither provided for by the New York Constitution nor declared by law, and consequently such office is held during the pleasure of the authority making the appointment; and 


WHEREAS, the Charter does not define a term and pursuant to provisions of law the Commission has the power to determine and regulate the same; and


WHEREAS, Michael Sayles was appointed by Resolution of the Commission as City Manager and resigned effective January 13, 2017; and 


WHEREAS, this Commission has begun a search and intends to expeditiously appoint a successor but needs to provide for the interim pending this Commission’s appointment of a permanent replacement, and accordingly intends to appoint an Interim City Manager and Deputy, and 


WHEREAS, this Commission further intends to provide for and fill a more permanent position of Deputy City Manager to serve both during the current vacancy of the office of City Manager and continuously so as to eliminate future potential gaps, and hereby requests the City Attorney to prepare a Charter amendment to more permanently provided for the same; and 


WHEREAS, Robert Comis and Michael Holmes previously have served as City Manager and Assistant City Manager, respectively; have served the City for many years with distinction; are familiar with the duties and responsibilities of the office of City Manager; and are most capable of servicing in these positions; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that effective immediately Robert Comis be and is hereby appointed as City Manager, to serve at the pleasure of this Board, and during such period shall possess the power of and perform the duties of the City Manager; and be it


FURTHER RESOLVED, that Comis will be paid at the same rate of pay as budgeted for the previous City Manager prorated to a weekly salary and be it;


FURTHER RESOLVED, that effective immediately Michael Holmes be and is hereby appointed as Deputy City Manager, to serve at the pleasure of this Board, and in the absence or inability of the City Manager or a vacancy in such office shall possess the power of and perform the duties of the City Manager.
