INVENTORY OF TREES IN CITY RIGHT-A-WAYS GRANT

R. Comis reported that he has been in contract with Oneida County regarding of grant to inventory the trees in the City of Sherrill’s right-a-ways.  This could lead to future grants or at least a plan for future tree replacement.  The following motion was offered by J. Merrill and seconded by J. Gilbert along with the authorization of  R. Comis to execute any necessary paperwork.

WHEREAS, the Oneida County Soil and Water Conservation District is applying to the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation for a project grant under the Urban and Community Forestry Grant Program to be located within the City of Sherrill and all right-of-ways of the City of Sherrill Power and Light, a site located within the territorial jurisdiction of this Sherrill City Commission; and

WHEREAS, as a requirement of these programs, said Oneida County Soil and Water Conservation District must obtain the “approval/endorsement of the governing body of the municipality in which the project will be located”,

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved that the City Commission of City of Sherrill hereby does approve and endorse the application of the Oneida County Soil and Water Conservation District for a grant under the Urban and Community Forestry Grant Program for a project known as City of Sherrill Tree Inventory and located within this community.

WHEREAS, a resolution was duly adopted by the City Commission of the City of Sherrill for a public hearing to be held by said City Commission on February 27, 2017 at 7:15 pm at Sherrill City Hall,  377 Sherrill Road, to hear all interested parties on Local Law No. 1 of the Year 2017; and 


WHEREAS, that the City Clerk duly published a notice of the hearing in the official newspapers of the City at least three (3) days prior to the scheduled hearing; and


WHEREAS, said public hearing was duly held on February 27, 2017 at 7:15 pm at Sherrill City Hall, 377 Sherrill Road, Sherrill, New York and all parties in attendance were permitted an opportunity to speak on behalf of or in opposition to said local law, or any part thereof; and 


WHEREAS, such local law shall be attached to and made a part of these minutes;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that such local law is hereby adopted and shall be known as Local Law No. 1 of the 2017 entitled “A Local Law Amending Title II and Title IV of the Charter of the City of Sherrill (Local Law No. 1 of the Year 1925, as Amended) to provide for the Creation of the Office of Deputy City Manager”; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the same shall be effective immediately upon filing in the Office of the New York State Secretary of State in accordance with Section 27 of the Municipal Home Rule Law.

Local Law No. 1 for the Year 2017

A LOCAL LAW AMENDING TITLE II AND TITLE IV OF THE CHARTER OF THE CITY OF SHERRILL (LOCAL LAW NO. 1 OF THE YEAR 1925, AS AMENDED) TO PROVIDE FOR THE CREATION OF THE OFFICE OF DEPUTY CITY MANAGER.
Be it enacted by the City Commission of the City of Sherrill as follows:

Section 1.
Title II Section 13 of the Charter of the City of Sherrill (Local Law No. 1 of the Year 1925, as Amended) is hereby further amended by this Local Law as follows:


APPOINTIVE OFFICERS.  The appointive officers of the city shall be a chairman of the Commission, a city manager, a deputy city manager, a city clerk, a deputy city clerk who with the city clerk shall act as a collector, a city judge, a city comptroller who may be the same person as the city clerk, a deputy city comptroller, an assessor, a health officer, and inspectors of election, as needed, to be appointed as hereinafter provided (As amended by L.L. 2002, No.1 and L.L. 2017, No. 1).
Section 2.  

Title IV Section 41-b of the Charter of the City of Sherrill (Local Law No. 1 of the Year 1925, as Amended) is hereby added by this Local Law as follows:

41-b.
DEPUTY CITY MANAGER.

The Commission may appoint a deputy city manager to assist the city manager in the performance of his duties and, in the absence or inability of the city manager or a vacancy in the office, to perform the duties of such office. (As added L.L. 2017, No. 1).

Section 3.  Effective Date


This Local law shall take effect immediately upon filing in the office of the New York State Secretary of State in accordance with Section 27 of the Municipal Home Rule Law.
