NEW YORK STATE ABOR DAY COMMUNITY GRANT


Brandon Lovett, City Manager, reported that City has applied for and been awarded an Arbor Day Community Grant, which it used the funds to plant multiple trees around the City, including at McAllister Elementary School where it held a planting ceremony as well. This resolution shall by subject to a permissive referendum, as permitted by law.
