STATE AND MUNICIPAL FACILITIES PROGRAM (“SAM”) GRANT
Motion was made by J. Shay and seconded by P. Hubbard that;

Whereas, the city of Sherrill has applied for a State and Municipal Facilities Program Grant in the amount of $75,000; and 

Whereas, notification has been received from the Dormitory Authority of the State of New York (“DASNY”) that the same has finally been released; and

Whereas, there is a Grant Disbursement Agreement to be entered into by and between the City of Sherrill and DASNY, together with other DASNY grant documentation including a Certificate of Municipal Site Control, copies of which are on file with the City Clerk; and

Whereas, the Grant will be used solely for the purposes of purchase and installation of a Generator for the Waste Water Facility (the “Project”) to be located at Fairway Lane (“Project Site”), and consistent with the SAM enabling legislation; and

Whereas, the City acknowledges that it is its responsibility as the Grantee to comply with all deed restrictions, restrictive covenants, encumbrances, easements and other liens and any applicable laws, rules, regulations or ordinances concerning the Project and the Project Site.

NEW YORK STATE ENERGY & RESEARCH AGENCY (NYSERDA) GRANT

Whereas, the City acknowledges that it is its responsibility as the Grantee to comply with all deed restrictions, restrictive covenants, encumbrances, easements and other liens and any applicable laws, rules, regulations or ordinances concerning the Project and the Project Site.

Whereas, the Grant will be used solely for the resurfacing and restructure of the street infrastructure in the Winding Hills Development in the City of Sherrill on Ransom Ave. and Noto Drive, and consistent with the SAM enabling legislation; and

Whereas, the City acknowledges that it is its responsibility as the Grantee to comply with all deed restrictions, restrictive covenants, encumbrances, easements and other liens and any applicable laws, rules, regulations or ordinances concerning the Project and the Project Site.
