WWTP IMPROVEMENT PROJECT (BONDING) DISCUSSION


Jessee Semanchik of Barton & Loguidice was in to discuss with the commission a proposed rehabilitation and improvement project at the wastewater treatment plants need to be in compliance with by 2021.  Sherrill received a $35,000 state grant to perform engineering work last year in preparation of the new regulations and to start to formalize a plan as to what direction to proceed to be in compliance with the new regulations. The total scope of the potential project could be in excess of $100,000,000.  With the help of Barton & Loguidice the city is formulating its plan of action and will be applying for potential grants or low interest focus so that they may be able to complete the project or a portion of the project.  Additional information and discussions will be on the horizon and the first step of the project no matter how it proceeds is to comply with State Enviromental Quality Review Act regulations (SEQRA).  Jessie reviewed with the commission a checklist of potential impacts.
SEQRA RESOLUTION – LEAD AGENCY

B. Lovett reported that because the City is looking to potentially bond for some WWTP System Improvements that a State Environmental Quality Review Act process should be complete.  He distributed the appropriate paper work for the City Commission to review and answer appropriately.  The following motion was moved by T. Dixon and seconded by J. Shay:

WWTP System Improvements at 210 Fairway Lane.
