PUBLIC HEARING LOCAL LAW #1 OF 2020 - A LOCAL LAW AUTHORIZING A PROPERTY TAX LEVY IN EXCESS OF THE LIMIT ESTABLISHED IN GENERAL MUNICIPAL LAW SECTION 3-c

Mayor Vineall opened the public hearing at 7:15 p.m. and there were two members of the public present, neither of whom spoke for or against the proposed Local Law.


The following resolution was introduced by Commissioner J. Shay and seconded by Commissioner T. Dixon that the following:


WHEREAS, the New York State Legislature has enacted a law limiting the amount of real property taxes that may be levied by or on behalf of local governments; and 


WHEREAS, the legislation has provided for a mechanism for overriding the tax levy limit by the adoption of a local law by the local governing body; and


WHEREAS, the City Commission believes it prudent to exercise its right to enact a local law authoring a real property tax levy in excess of the tax levy limit as defined by General Municipal Law §3-c; and


WHEREAS, the adoption of this local law will allow the City Commission the flexibility to exceed the state tax levy limit should it determine the same be prudent; and


WHEREAS, a public hearing was duly held on September 14, 2020 at 7:15 pm at Sherrill City Court, 377 Sherrill Road, Sherrill, NY and all parties in attendance were permitted an opportunity to speak on behalf of or in opposition to said local law, or any part thereof; and 


WHEREAS, such local law shall be attached to and made a part of these minutes.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the same shall be effective immediately upon filing in the Office of the New York State Secretary of State in accordance with section 27 of the Municipal Home Rule Law.

LOCAL LAW NO. 1 OF THE YEAR 2020

A LOCAL LAW AUTHORIZING A PROPERTY TAX LEVY IN EXCESS OF THE LIMIT ESTABLISHED IN GENERAL MUNICIPAL LAW SECTION 3-C


Be it enacted by the City Commission of the City of Sherrill as follows:

Section 1. Legislative Intent

It is the intent of this local law to allow the City of Sherrill to adopt a budget for the fiscal year commencing January 1, 2020 that requires a real property tax levy in excess of the “tax levy limit” as defined by General Municipal Law § 3-c.
Section 2. Authority

This local law is adopted pursuant to subdivision 5 of General Municipal Law §3-c, which expressly authorizes a local government’s governing body to override the property tax cap for the coming fiscal year by the adoption of a local law approved by a vote of sixty percent (60%) of said governing body.
Section 3. Tax Levy Limit Override

The City Commission of the City of Sherrill, County of Oneida, is hereby authorized to adopt a budget for the fiscal year commencing January 1, 2020 that requires a real property tax levy in excess of the amount otherwise prescribed in General Municipal Law §3-c.

Section 4. Severability 

If a court determines that any clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, or part of this local law or the application thereof to any person, firm or corporation, or circumstance is invalid or unconstitutional, the court’s order or judgement shall not affect, impair, or invalidate the remainder of this local law, but shall be confined in its operation to the clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, or part of this local law or in its application to the person, individual, firm or corporation pr circumstance, directly involved in the controversy in which such judgement or order shall be rendered.

Section 5. Effective date

This local law shall take effect immediately upon filing with the Secretary of State.
